STEPS FOR FINDING THE WILL OF GOD  
Life is a series of decisions made for different motives and objectives for which 
the Bible helps us control our attitudes and goals. These steps will help you in 
making those decisions according to God’s will. 
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STEP #1: PRESENT YOUR BODY TO THE LORD AS A LIVING

This is the principle:  while others 
pray for you that God would work powerfully in your life, you should be 
praying for them.  WE ALL NEED OTHERS TO PRAY FOR US AND WE 
FOR THEM.  

 
35. Conclusion:  We have the tendency to want to know God’s great purpose 

for us, to see if we want what He wants.  The person with this attitude will 
not be able to know the will of God. 

  
 If God is God, and He is, , He expects us to commit to obey Him without 

knowing where He will take us.  When we prove our obedience in small 
things, then God will guide us into His will in big and more important things. 

  
 In the meantime, God wants us to invest in the lives of others, building them 

up in the things of the Lord and evangelizing those who do not know Him.
